This dissertation is based on the materials of the Buddhist philosophy
and sources not used for scientific purposes untill now.

This thesis is the first to carry out the historical and philosophical analysis

of the social and philosophical thought of the Early Middle Ages Uigur.
For instance, in the context of the development of spiritual culture, the social
and cultural determinants of the formation and development of Uigur social
and philosophical thought in the Early Middle Ages have been revealed; also
the sources of its origin have been displayed and the world outlook princi-
ples, ethnic and aesthetic outlook of the thinkers have been exposed.

The most prominent representatives of the social and philosophical
thought of the Early Middle Ages Uigur were Kumaradjiva, Veisy Kuichi,
Seksanada, Hoilan, Syngusyli Tutun, Pritia Jashri, Atsan, Kiki, Chisuja Tu-
tun, and Kalim Kaishy, whose research works distinctly suggested the posi-
tive ideas and features of rational cognition of the world.

In the period investigated, the elements of the objective reflection of real-
ity have been composed on the basis of positive knowledge about the world,
human beings and how they developed in close connection with the process
of people’s literation from the spiritual dark.

The Uigur poet-thinkers of the Early Middle Ages did not confine them-
selves to cognition of just the superficial sides of the phenomena and proc-
esses.

They penetrated into their essence and in many cases they correctly ex-
plained the interrelationship between different phenomena and processes.
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
