And yet, neither in our own por, particular-
ly,the foreign literaturs on the scbject are the achieve-
ments of Soviet Central Aslan archasclogy utilised to near-
ly the extent they should be in studying various aspects
of the Eushan problem. sor with the proliferation of perio-
dioals, collective and individual works nowadays in Moscow
and Lenirgrad, in all the Central Asian republice of the
USSH, in Kazakhstan, in the sautonomous Soviet republie of
Eers-Kalpekias, it has become increasipgly difficult to :
keep up with this spate of information. Acquaintance with
the schievements of HSoviet Ceptral Asian srchesology is
further nampered by the very small size of the editiona of
some of these publications, which are bought up as scon as
they sppesr and practically become bibliographical rarities
overnight. ; \ N .

In the past few years Soviet archasclogists have given
more and more of their attention to the purely historioal '
problem of the Kushan chronology, specifically, ths gquastion
of "Eanishka's Date®, or the date of the accession to the
throne of the most famous of the Kushan kings, who insugu-
rated a pew reckoning of time. The inseriptions discovered
in western Pekistan, northern India and, more recently, &t
Surkh Kotal in the northern part of Afghanistan are all da-
ted, as known, 'in the ysars of toe "Kanisnka Era®. Although
the information at the disposal of either Soviet or world
science on the subject is still inadequate to answer this
question conclusively, the inferences Soviet scholars have
drawn conoerning the Kushan chronology (Nos. 86, 355) cer-
tainly merit the attention of specialists in the field.

The experisnce Bovist scholars have soquired in the
courss of their study of tos Central Asian srchasological
deposits has enabled them all the better %o evaluate the
Kushan finds from the peighbouring state of Afghanistan.
The investigations, surveys and book reviews in which Bo-
vist sobolars consider the Kushan remsins of Afghanistan
from the vantage of Boviet Central Asian srchasclogy
complete Part 11 of the bibliography (section 11£).

Part III of the bibliography lists the works om Ku-
shan period rumismatics and several artloles on glyptics
(section IIIs). It is interesting that the authors of al-
most all these works bave participated in archasologloal
axpeditiops to Central Asis. Since coins are still ons of
our main sources of information on the history of the Ku-
shan espire and the Kushen period a8 such, this section of
the bibliography is scmewhat fuller than the others. The
annotations describe the ciroumstances under which the
coins were discovered, their brief charsoteristics, the
saip conclusions on their desigoation snd date.
