As to the systematisation of Eushan coins, the &=
thor divides the mmismatic material (gold coins) imto
individual successive phases within the framework of
one kirg's rule, and this serves as grounds for a re-
lative chronology of Kushan coins. The influense of
Boman pumismatic iconogrephy on Kushan coins is also
considersd. Frototypes can be traced beck not only to
Alexpndrian coinages but also to the coins of Asim Mi-
nor in the Roman period. Western prototypes for Huvi-
ahka's coins (from 222 to 310) are given. The initial
date for the "Unknown Ers® is 78 A.D., since the late
dates of the prototypes of Kushan coins support the
kypothesis of D.H.Bhandarkar (1899) on the initial da-
te of "Eanishka's era" as being A.D. 278 (the initial
date of the "Unknown", “Saka” era is A.D. 78).
